Will be visiting Ancient Athens, where the Persian Ambassador of King Darius has demanded the
submission of the city but the Athenians are experimenting with democracy and have a deep mistrust
of tyrants. We will explore how the Greeks resisted the Persian invasion and what they wanted to
preserve through a combination of practical making activities, drama and role-play. The morning
workshops will focuses on making artefacts and role play led by the “Archon of the city”, who will
guide them around the Agora. Whilst creating a variety of historical objects, the children will also be
spreading news and asking questions to learn more about Ancient Athenian culture. In this we will
recreate the festival of Dionysus.
