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Request for Consent – background

Elton Church of England Primary School recognises that the successful development of the children in its care depends on an effective partnership of school, children, parents/carers and staff.  All parties share responsibility for the development, achievement, health and wellbeing of each pupil.  Together, we commit ourselves to the following:

The School will:
· Be open and welcoming at all times

· Keep parents/carers and appropriate third parties informed about school matters, be welcoming, open and honest to enquiries and responsive to concerns

As a parent/carer, I will:
· Ensure my child arrives at school on time, alert and ready to learn
· Ensure my child is dressed in full school uniform
· Equip my child with suitable clothing for indoor and outdoor learning
· Inform the school at the earliest opportunity if my child is absent
· Let the school know of any issues that might affect my child’s work, behaviour or attendance for example change in family circumstances, illness, relocation etc
· Promote the policies, aims and values of our school community
· Foster a positive attitude towards education and the school by allowing the school to address any concerns immediately by sharing them with a member of staff
· Attend parent consultations, open days and workshops
· Support my child with homework
· Attend special church services
· Make sure that time is not taken out of school unless prior consent has been given.
· Have realistic expectations and understand the challenges of the unique environment of Elton Church of England Primary School.
· Be polite and courteous in all communications, both verbal and written, with all members of our school community.
· Keep up to date with school news by reading any communication from School.
· Keep all contact details (including emergency contacts) up to date.

To help us develop this partnership, we would like to ask your consent for the following which will enable us to carry out day to day operation in school effectively and prevent any misunderstandings.

Section A - General Consent

☐ I consent to my child accessing the internet at Elton Church of England Primary School for educational purposes. (We use filtering software through the County Council’s ICT Service that blocks access to inappropriate websites.)

☐ I consent to my child being supported with an appropriate level of staffing to access pre planned and risk assessed trips, outings and other opportunities within the local environment (the village of Elton). This may include crossing roads in the village and walking by the waterways. I understand that occasionally additional consents may be required for specific activities within the local environment.

☐ I will inform Elton Church of England Primary School if my child brings food into school containing allergens that may pose a risk to the safety of pupils and staff as informed by the school, specifically foods including nuts (peanut butter and Nutella), kiwi fruit and all shellfish including prawns.

☐ I consent to my child being encouraged to participate fully in all curriculum activities. This may include cooking, food tasting, use of DT equipment (eg, handsaws, glue guns, paper trimmers etc).

☐ I consent to my child watching a DVD/video clip rated U.

☐ I consent to my child watching a DVD/video clip rated PG selected by the teacher acting in “loco parentis”.

☐ I consent that my child may be collected from school by a different adult to those nominated if I have given my permission verbally (eg changes to pick up arrangements due to traffic etc).

☐ I consent to my child travelling in a minibus to local events (eg sports).

☐ I consent to my child travelling in another adult’s (staff or DBS volunteer) car to local events. The school will ask any adult volunteering to drive for insurance, MOT (if applicable) and tax.

☐ I consent to my KS2 child walking home by themselves. 





Section B – Health and Wellbeing Consent

☐ I consent to my child receiving prescribed medication at Elton Church of England Primary School.

☐ I understand that it is my responsibility to ensure that there are adequate supplies of any prescribed medication in school and that it is in date.

☐ I consent to the school giving my child non prescribed medicine (eg Calpol or Piriton) if I have given verbal permission first.

☐ I will inform the school in writing of any changes to my child’s medication and health requirements.

☐ I consent to Elton Church of England Primary School initiating emergency treatment where necessary, which may include accessing hospital care, hospital admittance and / general anaesthetic.

☐ I consent to my child receiving any necessary first aid by a qualified member of staff.


Section C – Photo/Video Consent

☐ I give consent for my child’s photograph to be taken and displayed in school, and used to record and celebrate learning.

☐ I give consent for my child’s photograph to be included on the school website.

☐ I give consent for my child’s image to be used in school publications, e.g school newsletter

☐ I give consent for my child’s photograph to be included on the school’s private and locked Twitter account. Where consent is not given I understand that my child will be asked to move out of a photograph to ensure that their privacy and rights are protected.

☐  I consent to my child participating in class photographs to be taken by professional school photography companies for parents to purchase

☐ I understand that although the school takes every opportunity to remind parents about their responsibilities in sharing photographs (eg of Sports Days, school productions etc) the school is not in a position to enforce this. Therefore, some photographs of children whose parents have not given consent may appear on social media via a third party. The school does not take responsibility for this.
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We will not pass your details onto other companies and will store your information securely. The information will not be shared with any other organisation unless as part of a safeguarding request or we are required to do so by law.
